THINK PINK! ALL-STAR COMEDY CAST STEALS PINK PANTHER 2

Steve Martin, Jean Reno, and Emily Mortimer Return;
John Cleese, Andy Garcia, Alfred Molina, Aishwarya Rai Join Cast

CULVER CITY, Calif., August 9, 2007 — An all-star cast has lined up to join Steve
Martin, Jean Reno, and Emily Mortimer as they reprise their roles in Columbia
Pictures’’MGM's upcoming comedy The Pink Panther 2, it was announced today
by Doug Belgrad and Matt Tolmach, presidents of production for Columbia
Pictures, and Charles Cohen, Senior Executive Vice President, Finance &
Corporate Development, MGM.

Martin reprises his roles as the famed, bumbling Inspector Clouseau, and Reno
and Mortimer re-team with Martin as Ponton and Nicole in the sequel.

With John Cleese, Andy Garcia, Alfred Molina, and
Aishwarya Rai joining Steve Martin, Jean Reno, and Emily Mortimer, we have a
world-class cast for our sequel. We believe Pink Panther 2 will be a great
addition to our 2009 slate.”

The film is being overseen by Columbia executives Elizabeth Cantillon and
DeVon Franklin.
